Plamen Kalchev. PERSONALITY DISORDERS AND TENDENCY TO ANGER AND

DOMINANCE IN ADOLESCENCE

The paper presents two studies of the effects of personality disorders, as de-
fined by the DSM-5 categorical and dimensional perspectives, on anger, dominance,
and frustration-anger. The first of these (with 833 adolescents, listwise cases) in-
cluded narcissistic and sadistic personality disorders, and the second (with 401 ado-
lescents, listwise cases) included five pathological personality traits: negative affect,
antagonism, detachment, disinhibition, and psychotism. The effects of two addi-
tional variables, fear induction and fearlessness, were also assessed in both studies.
In accordance with the ideas about the content of the evaluated constructs, the
tested structural models define personality disorders/pathological personality traits
as independent variables, frustration-anger as dependent variable, and anger and
tendency to dominate as causally related mediators. The evaluation of the structural
models shows very good prognostic possibilities in relation to dominance (with 66%
and 62% variance explained, with anxiety induction as the main predictor), good, in
relation to frustration-anger (with 43% and 40% variance explained, and a stronger
effect of anger) and weaker, for anger (with 10% and 32% variance explained, with
stronger effects of narcissistic personality disorder and negative affect)..

DATA FOR BULGARIAN ADOLESCENTS

The current study presents data from the validation of the Dimensions of Iden-
tity Development Scale among Bulgarian adolescents. The study was conducted
among 326 students aged 15 to 19 years. The results reveal a five-factor structure in
line with the original questionnaire’s structure, which includes four dimensions re-
flecting adaptive development — Commitment making, ldentification with commit-
ment, Exploration in breadth, Exploration in depth, and one reflects maladaptive de-
velopment and is associated with procrastination, inability to make choices, and hes-
itation — Ruminative exploration. The validity of the instrument was also tested using
two personality questionnaires reflecting the dimensional approach to personality —
the Big Five Inventory-2 assessing the adaptive pole of the traits Negative Emotion-
ality, Extraversion, Agreeableness, Conscientiousness and Open-Mindedness, and
the Personality Inventory for DSM-5: Brief Form, which assesses the maladaptive, ex-
treme pole of the same five characteristics. The results partially correspond to the
expectation that maladaptive characteristics have stronger relationships with Rumi-
native Exploration, and adaptive ones with some of the other dimensions of identity
development.

Yoana Yankulova. CAREER PREFERENCES AND EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE (AS A

TRAIT) OF GENERATION Z STUDENTS

The study presents results obtained from an online survey conducted via the
Google Forms platform and dedicated to studying the characteristics of career pref-
erences and emotional intelligence (as a trait) of Generation Z students. Three hun-
dred and four representatives of this generation were included in the study and their
demographic profile was described based on various demographic and educational
characteristics (gender, age, field of study, major studied, grade point average from
the previous academic year, university). For the study, two research instruments
were applied to learn more about their career preferences (Handbook for Working
and Unemployed Tourism Sector Career Seekers) and emotional intelligence (as a
trait) (Trait Emotional Intelligence Questionnaire Adolescence Short Form) (Petrides
et al., 2007). The results obtained in the Bulgarian academic context have been sta-
tistically and mathematically processed and psychologically interpreted. The outlined
patterns and conclusions testify that, although strongly digitally connected, young
people of Generation Z make efforts to acquire systematic scientific knowledge in the
course of their academic studies and to form specialized professional skills in due
time. In parallel, they strive to improve their well-being and successfully cope with
various challenges and stressful situations. Such results may be useful not only for
the work of professionals, but also in terms of higher education policies in relation to
the philosophy, methodology, organisation and delivery of academic learning and
professional training of students.

Filipa Velkova. THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN ATTACHMENT STYLE AND TYPICAL WAYS

OF RESPONDING IN CONFLICT SITUATIONS

In recent decades, the influence of individual attachment styles on the dynamics
of interpersonal relationships has received increasing attention in the psychological
literature. A number of researchers have suggested that attachment in adults is di-
rectly related to the behavioral patterns they use in conflict situations in close rela-
tionships. This study examines the relationship between attachment style and typical
responses in a conflict situation by having respondents complete the Experiences in
Close Relationships revised — ECR-R and Thomas-Killman Conflict Mode Instrument —
TKI. Based on the Stewart's t-test conducted, we can assume that it is typical for se-
curely attached individuals to respond to a conflict situation primarily by seeking
compromise, cooperating, and accommodating. It also seems to be characteristic of
insecure-anxious individuals to cooperate, whereas insecure-avoidant individuals
tend to flee. Adaptation as a way of responding to a conflict situation is most strongly
associated with the insecure-anxious attachment style. Based on the findings, possi-
ble future research work is discussed.

Vihra Naydenova. SATISFACTION AND WORK ENGAGEMENT IN A TELECOMMUNICA-

TIONS ORGANIZATION

The study examines the topic of job satisfaction and engagement, and their in-
terrelationships in the telecommunications sector and in the reality of rapid digitali-
zation. It discusses the role of job satisfaction of the content and meaning of work,
as well as the induction, training and development of employees in this sector. Vari-
ous aspects of satisfaction in this business sector are described, as well as their im-
pact and relationship to engagement. A study of a company in the telecommunica-
tions sector with 258 respondents is presented. The analysis shows that job content
satisfaction and job importance have the strongest correlation with engagement in
the telecommunications sector (.674; p<.001). A strong correlation was also found
between satisfaction with job induction and engagement (.614; p<.001), and be-
tween satisfaction with training and development opportunities in the organisation
and overall job engagement (.589; p<.001). Relationships related to satisfaction with
social relationships at work and the role of direct supervisors were reported. Signifi-
cant correlation was not found only for satisfaction with remuneration. The results
of the regression analysis show that job relevance and job content are the strongest
factor explaining about 41% of total employee engagement. Discussion, possible ac-
tions in organizations and recommendations are also presented.

The question of how people react to the presence of imperfection intersects numer-
ous constructs within contemporary psychology, and has an important role in mental
functioning. There are still no conceptual frameworks or constructs, however, aimed
specifically at the attitude towards imperfection — in its positive and negative aspects, or
according to its prevalence in different existential contexts. In view of these tendencies,
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the present article attempts to examine the concept of wabi-sabi as a potential alterna-
tive to the existing approaches within the empirical literature that is inspired by the non-
dual aspects of Japanese philosophical and creative tradition.

Rumyana Krumova-Pesheva. POSTNATAL DEPRESSION AND THE COMPLEX OF THE

“DEAD” MOTHER

Postnatal depression is a condition that chronically threatens the mother's men-
tal functioning. It can be provoked by a variety of causes, both conscious and uncon-
scious. Some of these causes are related to an intense affective reaction to the men-
tal and physical separation of mother and child after childbirth, increased anxiety and
tension during pregnancy, various fears and apprehensions about the act of child-
birth, etc. Researchers look for etiological elements in difficulties in the process of
coping with the parental role, in some dysfunctional relationships in the family and
especially in the couple, and in the presence of some kind of negative life events. The
prolongation of postnatal depressive distress may be triggered by a failure to recog-
nize such an experience or, in some cases, by minimizing it. Maternal depression is
also likely to cause severe psychological distress in the child. Later in adult life, it may
lead to symptoms that are not specifically depressive in nature, but rather associated
with frustration, helplessness, indecisiveness, increased interpersonal conflict, devi-
ant behavior, asocial and antisocial tendencies, etc. The aim of this paper is to pre-
sent some of the psychiatric issues in cases of women with postpartum depressive
states. Increased depressiveness is expressed by a number of mechanisms of trans-
formation into symptoms at the somatic level. These are functional and, in some
cases, organic in nature. Different psychosomatic equivalents of depression develop,
with a markedly paradoxical character. André Green's metaphor of the "dead"
mother figure, in turn, allows us to interpret, understand and explain a range of psy-
chopathological consequences and dimensions of suffering in the children of women
with severe and prolonged postnatal depression.

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Nikolay Dimitrov. MARGINALITY AS A WAY TO GAIN IDENTITY. MENTALIZATION-

BASED TREATMENT APPROACHES TOWARDS MINORITY INDIVIDUALS

The text analyses the process of marginalization purposefully mediated or
moderated by the individual, and to which they have been subjected unintentionally
or against their will, to acquire a (new) identity, which in most cases and to varying
degrees turns out to be desired by the individual themselves, and subsequently
becomes permanently maintained until it is established (accepted), but now of their
own volition. The process is particularly visible in cases where it accompanies or
follows another process — the so called "auto-" or "self-segregation". Issues of
inequality and social exclusion remain outside the focus of therapy, but a possible
approach with proven positive influence and beneficial impact is mentalization-
based therapy, especially in terms of attachment issues faced by marginalized people,
given that mentalization can be a form of protection against minority stress and
problems faced by marginalized group members.
Key words: mentalization; marginality; identity; minorities; LGBT+

INTRODUCTION

Marginalization (or social exclusion in its final stage) is when one is placed in a
socially disadvantaged position. It is the process by which individuals or entire
communities are systematically denied (or prevented from accessing) various rights,
opportunities, or resources that are otherwise available to members of other groups
and that are essential to integrating excluded groups, such as employment, health,
and education.

Exclusive forms of discrimination can be applied to ethnic minority groups, to
people with special needs, to people of particular sexualities and gender identities,
to young people, and to virtually anyone who 'deviates' from the accepted norm.
Ultimately, this results in certain individuals or groups being restricted or prevented
from participating in the economic, social, and political life of the society or state to
which they belong. Apart from that, as Park (1937) states, a marginalized person is
one who's fate is to live in two societies and two, often even not quite common, but
counterfeiting cultures. The social marginalization on its individually accepted level
leads to the exclusion of the person from valid participation and interaction with the
rest of society.
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SELF-SEGREGATION MOTIVES OF ETHNIC AND SEXUAL MINORITIES. PATTENS
BASED ON BULGARIAN RESEARCH FINDINGS

While Roma people represent an ethnic minority group, and there may be indi-
viduals of different ethnic origin in the LGBT+ group, which is generally formed on
sexual and/or gender identification, some parallels are possible, and yet reasonable
if comparing the self-segregation motives of the two minority groups in Bulgaria
(AnmuTpos, 2017a, OumuTpos, 2017b).

e The ‘majority’ hasits role in and its influence over predetermining the choice
to self-segregate in both the cases. In this sense, self-segregation is a
consequence, a reaction to a broader and foregoing segregation, it might be
even considered a coping mechanism by which individuals, who gather, aim
at forming a sense of community, thus sense of security.

e The second motive for self-exclusion may be derived from the above, namely
it is a form of identity expression in both groups.

e The difference arises when taking into consideration that one of the main
self-separation motives of Roma people is preserving and maintaining the
identity, since the separation LGBT+ people undertake is more of an identity
gaining strategy.

e While it is a matter of ‘staying among one’s own’ when it comes to Roma
people, in the case of LGBT+ individuals it comes to ‘joining one’s own’.
Because of different reasons, such as intolerance on behalf of the majority,
lack of coherence in the minor group and purely financial problems its
members have, there is no ‘ghettoization’ or residential self-segregation of
LGBT+ minority in Bulgaria (Aumutpos, 2017b). Contrary to this, residential
segregation is one of the major and most visible aspects of the ongoing
separation of the Roma minority in the country (AumuTtpos, 2017a).

e Concerning the above, another difference between the two groups is to be
found in the ‘being among one’s own’ concept. While (most of) Roma people
permanently stay and ‘live among their own’, grouping and gathering with
other members of the LGBT+ community is sporadic, infrequent and only a
‘temporary run-away’.

e Apart from the "temporary retreat", the permanent residence in the "larger
society" preferred by LGBT+ people is probably motivated by defense and
security reasons. It is a kind of social mimicry while blending in with the
majority. On the one hand, this prevents them from finding sexual partners
and deeper intimate relationships and living together; on the other hand, it
is a way of "paying the price" for being not only different, but "unacceptably
different" and having (potential) enemies. Apart from being unacceptable in
general, the Roma identity by and large does not require such mimicry, and
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if it does appear, it is accidental and a matter of the so-called 'preferred
ethnic identity' (as in the case of 'acting white' in the USA, and with similar
consequences for the individual or the family denying their Roma identity).

e In both cases, self-segregation is aimed at protecting minority groups.
Sometimes it is not even about preserving or "maintaining traditions and
traditional values," but quite often it is about protecting against physical
assault. This is evident from the results of a survey of gay bars (AumuTpos,
2017b), in which respondents reported that the main benefit of spatial
segregation when being in a gay bar or gay club was protection and a
perceived sense of security, and that the main problem in Bulgarian gay
establishments was precisely the vulnerability of individuals to physical
assault, especially when leaving and going home.

e Asinthe case of security, in the case of ethnic minorities (Aumutpos, 2017a),
the self-segregation of Roma is an element of increased security perception,
butin the case of homosexuals, the process of segregation is aimed at gaining
any sense of security.

e However, members of both minority groups come together to express their
'power'. But while among LGBT people the unification is much more "sporadic"
and mostly manifested during the annual Gay Prides, being "proud" as a
counter-thesis to social stigma, and there is no permanent spatial segregation
(like the gay neighborhoods in the USA and some countries in Western Europe),
when it comes to ethnic minorities the "coming together" is exactly spatial.
Besides, there is a pragmatic component in the motives of ethnic minorities to
choose self-segregation —they gather together and inhabit certain parts of larger
settlements in order to "become strong" and "gain power" from their alienation
and social (self-)exclusion, thus creating counter-norms and opposing the
existing ones of the larger society, introduced and supported by the majority,
and further distracting from the common social life, including by not paying
taxes and for communal services.

e But while self-segregated and anomic ethnic minorities (as it is the case with
Roma people in Bulgaria) "withdrawal" from social life in a generally "silent"
way (of course, not paying taxes, bills and services is an issue for public
institutions and municipal service providers, but it is never a matter of public
debates initiated by the minority itself), LGBT people seek acceptance and
broader inclusion as they are and in a generally visible way.

SOCIAL TENDENCES RESULTING IN INTER-GROUP DISINTEGRATION AND
HIGHER LEVELS OF INDIVIDUAL ISOLATION

Social life fragmentation becomes fundamental global problem, and the latest
dynamics elicits the general question whether societies are going to further sustain
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relatively subtle coherency, or new crises might additionally fragment them. There
are at least four indicators showing lowered levels of social cohesion: (1) gradually
increasing anomy, decreased confidence and readiness to adhere to both legal, but
also traditional moral norms in general, since a great number of people, including
communities and even institutions, do not comply with them anymore or even
violate the legal norms, thus breaking the solidarity principle and moving to the
‘betrayal principle’, often by force, as well as demanding rights along with neglecting
duties, so individualism and egoism overbear the sense of social belonging; (2)
increasing individual isolation; (3) expanding gap between income and welfare of the
social strata, yet the bigger the gap gets, the more unstable the society becomes, and
(4) increasing separation based on ethnicity, religion or sexuality.

Technological development promotes isolation, and television is the first agent
that has actively changed society through inter-individual separation — large numbers
of people spend more and more time at home watching television instead of being
with friends, relatives, and neighbors (and the Covid lockdowns have intensified this
process). In the Internet age, humanity is experiencing a new communication
revolution that creates an illusion of proximity which intensifies isolation. Ultimately,
alienation leads to disengagement from social life and to the abandonment of key
democratic rights, such as participation in elections.

Among the most disturbing tendencies that demonstrate the increase of
isolation are "digital isolation," where virtual communication replaces interactions in
physical space, i.e. some people prefer to meet other people online rather than in
the physical reality, and the growing interest of buyers in the closed-type residential
complexes. And it is not only that some people prefer to live physically "fenced in",
separated from others, but many others start more or less to avoid meeting their
neighbors, so for example they buy a treadmill instead of going to the park to jog
there, while others prefer to buy goods and food online instead of going to the local
store or restaurant, and some prefer to let their children go to the mall instead of
taking them to the neighborhood playground.

Moreover, religions that traditionally preach integration also divide. Religious
groups tend to speak about "uniqueness" and "superiority," and the power of faith,
even when they believe in a "single universal deity," divide people who belong to the
same denomination or congregation. But religious pluralism is a challenge that every
society must face, because it leads to fragmentation rather than unity.

Religion and religious institutions are among the main agents of stigmatization,
especially regarding sexual minorities. As Gradev (Ipages, 2010) points out, “the
stigmatization of men and women with non-traditional sexual orientation finds
strong support in religious doctrines that deny (the right of existence of) this variation
of human sexuality [...] Most people who have internalized religious beliefs and
follow their normative prescriptions are very suspicious of phenomena which appear
to be incompatible with the traditional views. Homosexuality is such a phenomenon,
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and it is a threat to the idea of human relations presented in the holy books.” There
is a widespread (though not always overt) intolerance and discrimination against
those whose sexual orientation differs from that of the majority. The behavior of
LGBT people and they themselves are stigmatized and considered "sinful," "illegal,"
and "antisocial." Another ascribed problem is that people whose sexuality differs
from the perceived norm are often restricted in their career development. Moreover,
as their ‘visibility’ increases, their very existence is ever more considered as a threat
to public morality and social order. And, as Gradev (Ipages, 2010) emphasizes,
“homosexuals are usually assigned the status of outsiders, and this opens the way to
the expression of violence (aggression and direct physical violence) against them,
"legitimized" by the uncontrolled belief that this is something legal, and by a
prejudiced stance”.

A factor that explains the maintenance of negative attitudes towards the LGBT+
community is related to the so-called ‘downward comparison’” mechanism,
respectively explained by Gradev ([pages, 2010) as forming one of the functions of
stigma, namely the maintenance of high self-esteem and a sense of self-respect
based on comparison with lower-ranking groups in society. “Individuals with unstable
self-confidence and low self-esteem maintain a negative attitude towards
disempowered outsiders and feel satisfied by maintaining a ‘greater social value’
compared to them” (lpages, 2010).

Homosexuality is a stigmatizing characteristic, and homosexuals, especially gay
men, are frequent targets of verbal and physical aggression. Adams, Wright and Lohr
(1996) suggest that those who stigmatize gay men are more likely to suppress their
own fears of same-sex attraction. The authors examine the role of homosexual
arousal in fully heterosexual men who report negative affect toward homosexual
individuals. The study participants were 35 homophobic males and a group of 29
non-homophobic ones. The distribution is based on their results according to the so-
called “Index of Homophobia”, developed in 1980 by Hudson and Ricketts. All
participants were exposed to stimulation, through erotic video material. As it is
originally presented in the study: “The stimuli were 4-min segments of explicit erotic
videotapes depicting consensual adult heterosexual activity, consensual male
homosexual activity, and consensual female homosexual activity. The sexual activity
in the videos included sexual foreplay (e.g., kissing and undressing), oral-genital
contact (e.g., fellatio or cunnilingus), and intercourse (i.e., vaginal penetration, anal
penetration, or tribadism in the lesbian film). The lesbian videotape was included
because it has been shown to be highly sexually arousing to heterosexual men and is
a better discriminator between heterosexual and homosexual men than other
stimuli” (ibid.). Participants also completed the Buss and Perry Aggression
Questionnaire from 1992. Physiological sexual arousal (erection) was found in both
groups because of viewing video material with heterosexual and homosexual content
involving women. But the research registered an increase in sexual arousal caused by
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watching a video of homosexual acts between males only in the group of participants
with homophobic attitudes. It turns out that the groups did not show differences in
terms of levels of aggression. But the authors generally conclude that homophobia
is related to homosexual arousal in homophobic individuals, whether they are aware
of it or deny it.

When a person (especially male) realizes he is gay, one has already been put under
the influence of the social ideology that stigmatizes gay men, labeling them “sick” and
“pervert”, thus not deserving love, esteem, or civil rights. Moreover, as Meyer and Dean
(1998) write, “Homosexually oriented persons are most often raised by heterosexual
parents and socialized as heterosexuals in environments that frequently promote anti-
homosexual attitudes. Unlike members of stigmatized ethnic minority groups, most
homosexually oriented persons are not exposed to self-protecting, supportive attitudes
in their families. Thus, until they come out, most homosexually oriented people lack
access to an affirmative reference group (the gay community) and to mentors and role
models to help in the development of healthy sociosexual identity.”, and “Long before
they begin to realize their own homosexuality, homosexually oriented people internalize
societal anti-homosexual attitudes to varying degrees. [...] In an extreme case, a person
who has failed to accept his or her homosexual orientation will experience persistent
distress over homosexual feelings and will be unable to adjust to a gay sociosexual
identity. [...] Such a social environment is bound to have mental health effects on gay and
lesbian people. [...]". Moreover, as the two authors state (Meyer, Dean, 1998) “At the core
of minority stress is some kind of conflict or disharmony between the minority member
and the dominant social environment. For gay men and lesbians, this conflict is expressed
in discordant values and norms regarding sexuality, intimacy, and, more generally, human
existence and purpose.” Thus, while trying to put their sexual orientation in compliance
with the ‘being stigmatized’ status, the individual may develop a Self-concept of an
inferior person. Disappointed or disapproving parents, or the fear of making one’s
parents become such, may harden the effect of the homosexuality stigma the individual
experiences. Roughly speaking, male individuals get socialized by acquiring the
masculine norm which requires standing strong when facing problems and avoiding
showing themselves weak or uncapable of dealing with them. Hiding, denying, or
suppressing stigmatizing elements of identity to avoid the possibility of appearing weak
or vulnerable, is likely an impression management gender strategy, but it is also used by
gay men to manipulate the perception of the stigmatizing mark and avoid possible
disclosure. Moreover, gay men are subject to harassment since childhood, especially if
exhibiting any behavioral patterns or visible attributes, signaling femininity or
homosexuality.

Apart from Meyer and Dean ascribing the ‘minority stress’ to the sexual
minorities, it might be a relatively legitimate construct if related to ethnic (or any)
minorities as well. However, ethnic and sexual minorities should not be considered
completely identical, not that much in terms and in the light of Attachment Theory,
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especially at the early stages and attachment formation, or parenting styles, but
concerning the later acceptance of stigmatized individuals by their close environment
and especially parents and concerning relationships and bonds in adulthood.
According to Minority Stress Model of Meyer (2003), minority stressors such as
‘discrimination’ and ‘rejection’ act as underlying determinants in association
between minority status and psychological difficulties. Additionally, challenges in
developmental and socialization processes of LGBT individuals, and their coping
strategies are believed to play a determining role in their mental health, as suggested
by Coleman’s (1982) five stages of Same-Sex Sexual Identity Model. One specific
stage in this model that attracted particular interest of researchers investigating
mental health issues in LGBT population is “coming out” process, where ‘self-
disclosure’ vs ‘self-concealment’ appears as an important aspect in unimpeded
integration of sexual identity and social adaptability, which are important
determinants of healthy mental state. Another relatively recent theory providing an
explanation to the contraction mechanisms of mental disorders is the Theory of
Mentalization suggests that mental illnesses are the products of misinterpretation of
own and other’s mental states.

Identity reflects an individual’s interpretation of beliefs and values of the group they
belong to. But in some cases, identity can even be imposed on certain groups or
individuals, and it is often a result of unequal distribution of power. Furthermore, the lack
of social power of the marginalized groups should not be exaggerated. Current global
social and political development show that the power and authority of dominant groups
in defining and subjugating alternative identities and value perceptions are not limitless.
And in fact, marginalized individuals and communities often use their identities —
whether individual or group, whether at the individual or group level — as a means of
changing normative prescriptions and predetermined, imposed values.

Marginalized groups often face complex choices in defining and expressing
identity. Especially when it comes to ethnic minorities, such groups may choose or
may be forced to choose to be assimilated by a greater group (it’s not mandatory
such greater group to be the one of the majorities in given society) by abandoning
their alternative (to the majority norm) identity, or otherwise get referred to with a
judgmental or hostile attitude, or even get discriminated by the dominant group.

Conversely, they may choose to emphasize a distinct identity contrasting with the
dominant norm and express it demonstratively by highlighting their individual pride
and collective power derived from such defiance of the hegemonic identity. This is
the case with the LGBT+ community and its attempts to drag and provoke public
attention. Such a development, however, may put the marginalized group at risk of
further isolation and provoke a repressive response from the dominant group if the
latter feels threatened. It can also lead to the introduction of a new set of dominant
norms within the marginalized group itself, resulting in new divisions and further
marginalization for those members who are unable or unwilling to comply. In fact,
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most marginalized people, including and especially the LGBT+ community, balance
between these two extremes, developing a multifaceted identity and maintaining
complex relationships with a wide range of individuals and groups.

Presumably the situation with other minority groups might be generally
identical, but ethnic minorities (as opposed to racial and sexual ones) demonstrate a
very strong tendency to self-segregate and encapsulate the group, thus restrain its
members from contact with members of other groups, in order to preserve a set of
values important to the particular one: traditions, rituals, cultural heritage, language
(very often), and (less often) material goods or special status (AumuTpos, 2017a).

There is, however, a small group of people who are subjected to double
stigmatization, hence at risk of double marginalization. Such are the members of the
LGBT+ community who also belong to another minority group, such as racial, (more
often) ethnic or (less often) religious one. Yet, while double marginalization is not a small
problem, there is a more serious one — particularly this is ‘secondary isolation’, or when
an individual becomes additionally isolated within a principally isolated minority.

Environments where adversity is high expose vulnerable groups at high levels of
risk of developing mental health problems. Specific contexts within each country
largely influence social determinants, thus studying them in diverse cultures or
populations is important for obtaining better notion about their impact in the various
contexts, especially where there are higher risks. Minority group members
experience significant health disparities compared because of stigmatization due to
their identity and nonconformity, which elevate the risk of mental health problems,
such as depression and anxiety. LGBT people for example often experience chronic
and socially based stress because of the stigmatizing social contexts they live in.
Stressors might be objective, such as rejection is, or subjective, such as the
internalization of negative societal values within one's own identity. Yet minority
stressors do not have the same impact on all individuals.

OPPORTUNITIES AND USE OF MENTALIZATION-BASED TREATMENT TO MEMBERS
OF MARGINALIZED GROUPS

Considering that mental health is about the person’s ability to function within
the broader social structure, mental states described within the terms of ‘disfunction’
(or ‘malfunction’), ‘disorder’ and even ‘iliness’, are defined by behaviors that are not
socially or culturally tolerable or acceptable. Because of the problems they face daily,
members of both ethnic and sexual minority groups, who carry long-lasting and
immutable social stigma, develop symptoms and experience mental and behavioral
problems that require help and professional intervention. Issues of inequality and
social exclusion remain out of the focus of the clinical psychology and therapy, but a
possible approach with positive impact and beneficial influence proven elsewhere
but Bulgaria, is the Mentalization-based treatment, especially considering that
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disturbances of attachment relationships “disrupt the normal emergence of these
key social-cognitive capacities and create profound vulnerabilities in the context of
social relationships” (Fonagy, 2006). Yet there are evidence that when it comes to
some problems such as anxiety, minority status is a strong predictor to the outcome
of the mentalization based therapy, especially concerning work with delinquent
young people and their caregivers (Fonagy, 2014). Since there are risks of depression
and anxiety among minority groups individuals and especially LGBT+ people who
experience discrimination, high reflective functioning mildens the negative impacts
on the mental health. Unfortunately, there is no sufficient data concerning problems
of attachment ethnic minorities experience, especially when it comes to Roma
minority, although its members are virtually globally distributed and constituting
large enough portions of the populations of many countries, especially in Europe.

The focus of mentalizing can be on the self (including one’s physical sensations)
or on others. The two things are closely connected: it is a central tenet of our
attachment approach that a sense of self and the capacity to mentalize develop in
the context of attachment relationships, and so the ability to mentalize the self and
to mentalize others are closely intertwined. Neuroimaging studies suggest that the
capacity to mentalize others is closely related to the ability to reflect on oneself
because the two capacities rely on common neural systems. (Bevington et al., 2017).
Individuals who are not capable of mentalizing are likely to have the following
psychological problems (Twemlow et al., 2005):

1. Anincapacity to fully know and therefore to regulate affect; that is, to soothe
themselves and to control impulses as needed to improve judgment in social
and interpersonal situations.

2. An incapacity to accurately estimate how other people feel in relation to
their own feeling states. Studies have shown that non-mentalizers quite
often overestimate or underestimate aggression and may therefore be
surprised, for example, when somebody is frightened of them.

3. They tend to attribute negative intent to others when none is meant
(fundamental attribution error) and are rigid and inflexible about their
expectations of others.

4. They are incapable of developing solutions to interpersonal problems that
are acceptable to all parties; instead, solutions are biased in their favor. The
crucial matter of acknowledging and helping create a social role for others,
including those with mental and physical impairments, flows from this idea.
(Twemlow et al., 2005)

People with identity problems or, to some extent and somehow, marginal
individuals often find it hard to recognize positive opportunities and mechanisms for
change, as they are virtually blocked within the frames of a pattern of survival in what
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they consider a hostile world, which they predominantly manage through self-
isolation. Thus, treatment is actually about “change in the perceived relevance of
information to the self — a cognitive transformation from perceiving the world as a
hostile place from which nothing can be learned, to perceiving it as a place from
which learning becomes possible” (Bateman et al., 2023), yet while progressively
forming ‘a new self’, the new information, as Bateman and his colleagues state, “once
it has been absorbed and integrated into relevant self-schemas, means that views of
the world are altered and things that once mattered now do not (or they matter
much less), and things that did not matter before now do (or they matter slightly
more). Importantly, this process of change, driven by increasingly stable mentalizing,
has compelled us to pay far more attention to the social context of our patients and
the ongoing relationships that dominate [...], and to directly address issues of trust
and mistrust in the context of these relationships” (ibid.). And although Bateman and
his colleagues share their experiences with people with antisocial personality
disorder (ASPD), their findings and conclusions may surely be addressed to people
with identity problems in general and with ones in situations characterized by
possessing and expressing (other types of) marginal identity. Moreover, as the same
authors state, people with, for example, avoidant personality disorder (AvPD) are
much concerned “about self-esteem, identity, and relational functioning”, and yet
“the characteristic difficulty associated with AvPD is an expectation that others will
not be available, and therefore it makes sense to suppress emotions and individual
needs in order to avoid negative outcomes, including the disapproval of others”, still
“the more intense concern about self-esteem, identity, and relational functioning, as
well as reduced ability to experience enjoyment, may differentiate AvPD from social
anxiety disorder (ibid.). Further Bateman and colleagues state, that “most
threatening of all are the feelings and judgments of others, their reasons and drivers,
and their possible objectives and aspirations. Proximity to others, although desirable,
quickly becomes unhelpful, as people with AvPD feel increasingly vulnerable when
intimacy increases — the possibility of getting closer increases the risk of being “found
out” or “exposed” in some way”. Similar feelings of vulnerability and fear of being
discredited are much associated and typical to stigmatized individuals, especially
ones of ethnic (racial) and sexual minorities. As is the case with AvPD, isolation is not
a good solution for minorities members, since “being by themselves leaves them
alone with their painful subjective experiences and intense negative feelings about
themselves, with a real danger of being crushed and drowned by untethered ideas
and emotions spinning around in their mind. Some of these ideas are excruciating
doubts about themselves, and deep uncertainties concerning their own
accomplishments, attitudes, plans, perceptions, beliefs, feelings, wishes, intentions,
and opinions —in fact any aspect that could be ascribed to the self.” (Ibid).
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MENTALIZATION AND THE ABILITY TO UNDERSTAND AND INTERPRET BEHAVIORS

Self-acceptance (a key concept in attachment theory through internalization by
our relationships with others) is highly impacted within LGBT+ people’s relationships
with their families and peers. There may be high levels of judgement, impacting on
levels of shame and internalized homophobia, causing significant ramifications on
attachment styles and development. These judgements may become internalized,
impacting on later relationships in adulthood and throughout different life stages
(Cartner, 2021).

Cartner (2021) also considers peer rejection in gay men linked to attachment
anxiety, independent of parental attachments, yet highlighting the importance of
attachment relationships outside of parental structures and the resultant impact
these can have on relationship development. “Peer relationships” — says Cartner —
“may influence adult relationships and attachment due to an association with
rejection, leading to anxious attachment relationships with others. Rejection in
development may create templates which convey a message that relationships are
dangerous or rejecting. LGBT+ men who have experienced bigotry and
discrimination, may struggle to trust others, coping through either avoiding
closeness, or trying to hold on to any relationships they have, activating various
attachment coping strategies. Shame has been linked to less integrated identity
development in LGBT+ people with difficulty in accepting sexuality being related to
avoidant and anxious attachments”. Furthermore, according to Cartner, formative
relationships may lead to a disintegration of the ability to accept oneself if they are
riddled with messages of shame and discrimination. “The failure to develop a strong
sense of self may lead to unsatisfactory intimate relationships due to relationships
being linked to shame, insecure attachment, and internalized homophobia. In the
absence of messages of acceptance and love in developmental relationships, these
relational patterns may be mirrored in romantic relationships, leading to avoidant
attachments to romantic partners through cutting off emotions to protect oneself. Or
anxious attachments leading to anxiety-driven behaviors, such as subjugation of
one’s own needs for the benefit of romantic partners” (ibid.).

Cartner also links adult attachment styles to the way they influence romantic and
sexual relationships amongst LGBT+ men, since developmental relationships may be
considered a blueprint for how many of them mentioned navigate their relationships.
Further, “Sexual communication and confidence — says Cartner — have been linked to
adult attachment styles in gay men; those with anxious and avoidant attachments being
less likely to feel able to communicate their sexual needs than those with secure
attachments”. And further: “Men with avoidant attachments are more likely to favor
casual sexual partners devoid of commitment or emotional involvement, as a defensive
mechanism to avoid closeness with others which may have been developmentally
associated with pain and rejection through peer and or family relationships”. Different
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data suggest that “hypersexual behaviors, being sexual behaviours that are impulsive,
frequent, and inappropriate, may be maladaptive coping strategies to regulate emotions
in the absence of effective affect regulation (ibid.). This means that in some cases sexually
related emotions may be difficult to manage, so hypersexuality may become the only
means of emotional regulation for some individuals.

Mentalization-based therapy focuses on attachment processes as the origin of
the capacity to mentalize. This approach is not aimed at challenging or changing the
structural bonds within marginalized communities, but at providing a space for
reflection and understanding of the environment. Problems in mentalization induce
problems with affect regulation and self-organization. As Tillman (2018) states,
“Certain adolescents and young adults do not have a robust capacity for
mentalization and without this capacity they are vulnerable to misunderstanding
their own thoughts and impulses, and the intentions and states of mind of others”.
Also “social systems that are falling apart structurally and economically tend to
become coercive and thus violent. Coerciveness tends to convert mentalizing
individuals into self-centered ones [...] Coercion creates changes in the way the mind
works, which causes the mind to overgeneralize, stereotype, promote prejudice, and
favor a tendency to oversimplify and deny.” (Twemlow et al., 2005)

Mentalization refers to the ability to understand and interpret one's own and
others' behaviors. According to Cartner, “Mentalization is the ability to understand
one’s own actions and the actions of others through understanding thoughts,
feelings, wishes and desires. In the absence of effective mentalizing, it is theorized
that no constructive social interactions can exist, nor mutuality in relationships or
sense of personal security. Mentalizing is largely preconscious and imaginative,
requiring one to imagine the inner states of oneself and others” (Cartner, 2021). So,
according to the author, the ability to mentalize develops in the context of secure
attachments and plays a vital role to self-organization and regulation of affects, thus
psychopathology stems from ineffective mentalizing, “with individuals failing to
appropriately process their own experiences and those of others, when a mental
picture of the other is inferred from one’s own experience of the self, through
projection” (ibid.).

DISCUSSION

LGBT+ individuals still experience systemic, cultural, and personal discrimination
in modern society, the impacts of which may impact not only on their mental
wellbeing, but also their interpersonal functioning (Cartner, 2021). As minority stress
is a form of chronic stress experienced by minority group members, it is expected
that more resilient people who can mentalize in stressful conditions would be at
lower risk of developing negative mental health problems compared to less resilient,
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so mentalization may be a kind of protection against the minority stress and
problems marginalized group members face daily.
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
